Pre-K 3 Program 
Requirements for Enrollment: 

●​ Must be three years of age by September 1st 
●​ Immunization Record 
●​ Birth Certificate 
●​ Social Security Number 
●​ Proof of Residence 

Expectations for Child Behavior: 

●​ Children must be fully potty trained. 
●​ Children will be expected to follow age appropriate classroom rules. 
●​ Children will be expected to obey the teacher. 
●​ Children will be expected to participate in small and large group activities. 
●​ Children will be expected to arrive on time and have good attendance. 
●​ Children will not exhibit aggressive behavior such as hitting or biting. 

Class begins at 8:15am. You may drop your child off between 7:45am and 8:15am. 
Breakfast and lunch will be available for all students. Breakfast is free for all 
students. You may send a lunch for your child or purchase one. 

Class ends at 3:10pm. Students will be picked up at the car line in front of the Main 
Office. Pre-K 3 students are not able to ride the bus. Please do not go to your child's 
classroom to pick them up. If you must pick your child up early you must sign them 
out at the Main Office. 

We will have an afternoon snack. Class snacks can be sent at any time throughout 
the school year. 

We will have rest time after lunch and recess. You may bring mats and/or a blanket.
